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The characteristics of sample survey
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* The survey population: the private settled households and group households in the country
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» Sampling frame: the last rotation group households in “household’s income and expenditure survey” of Statistics
Center of Iran for 1397 and 1398 to increase the confidence of respondents to provide information in a telephone
interview based on previous experiences.
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e Sampling method: stratified random sampling.
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* The level of data presentation: disaggregated by sex, age, urban and rural.
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The characteristics of sample survey
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* The survey period: from December 1, 2020 for a month
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Data collection methods: telephone interviews with the selected households from sampling frame.
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The desired sample size: 15,000 households
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The realized sample size: 13,011 households (the response rate is about 87%)
